Prayer Focus For The 21 Days
Below is a daily guide on things to pray for during the 21 Days of Prayer & Fasting. 
There is a daily scripture verse to read and meditate on for each day as well.

Day 0: (Opening prayer service)
Day 1: Our Leaders – Nation, state, and city (1 Timothy 2:1-2)
Day 2: Our Pastors, church leaders, and worship team. (Hebrews 13:17-18)
Day 3: Our City – San Juan, Pharr, Alamo, Mcallen, Mission, Edinburg, Hidalgo,

Donna, Weslaco, Mercedes, Hidalgo County, and RGV. (Psalm 127:1)
Day 4: Our Nation – National missions (elderly, widows, homeless, poor and revival  

in America. (Psalm 33:12)
Day 5: Our World – International missions, a country God may place on your heart, 

and for the peace of Jerusalem. (Acts 1:8)
Day 6: Worship — Use this day to worship God not petition for anything. (Psalm 117)
Day 7: (Church service prayer) (Hebrews 10:25)
Day 8: The Lost – family, friends, co-workers, neighbors and in church gatherings
(Matthew 9:37-38)
Day 9: Small Groups – leaders, members, real life change, growth, and new 

relationships. (Acts 2:42-47)
Day 10: Discipleship – spiritual growth, maturity, leading others. (Matthew 28:19-20)



Day 11: Children’s ministry and youth ministry. (Matthew 19:13-15)
Day 12: The gifts of the Spirit – developing them, operating in them, desiring more of 
 them (1 Corinthians 12:1-11)
Day 13: Worship — Use this day to worship God not petition for anything. (Psalm 150)
Day 14: (Church service prayer) (1 Corinthians 12:12-30)
Day 15: Families and marriages (Acts 16:31)
Day 16: Church vision for the new year – discipleship, outreach, building projects, 

conferences, finances, elders, and a proof producing church. (Prov. 29:18)
Day 17: Your personal vision for the new year – fruitfulness, freedom from habits, debt 

free, relationships, ministry, reaching full potential. (Phillipians 4:13)
Day 18: Personal freedom and deliverance – breakthroughs in every area! Spiritual 

growth, bearing of the 9 Fruit of the Spirit. (1 John 4:4; 1 Peter 2:2; 
Gal. 5:22-23)

Day 19: Your specific needs (finances, health, family members to be saved. Pray for 
the sick, anoint with oil. (Phil. 4:19; 3 John 1:2; James 5:14-15)

Day 20: Pray in the Spirit if able (1 Corinthians 14:18; Romans 8:26)
Day 21: (Closing prayer service) (Acts 13:2-3)
